Who is on the NCSRC Steering Committee (SC)?

The NCSRC Steering Committee membership was designed to represent each of the historic RSA Regions, with a majority of members being those appointed to their respective state SRC and the minority to be staff (who work specifically for their SRC). The membership total is 11.  The Executive Team of the SC includes the four officers.  As of April 2010, the NCSRC officers are: Marlene Malloy - Chair (Michigan General Staff); Sherry Taylor - Vice Chair (West Virginia General Staff); Secretary - Theresa Hamrick (Oklahoma Combined Staff); and Treasurer - Pam Stratton (Alaska Combined Member).  The SC “at large” members are:  Jeff Davis (North Dakota Combined Member); Rhoda Hunter (Oregon General Staff); Gwendolyn Powell (U.S. Virgin Islands Combined Member); Karen Stanfill (Texas Combined Member); Linda Vegoe (Wisconsin General Member).  An “Ex – Officio” position has been created for those persons who would bring specific talents to the SC work.  Two individuals currently fill this position:  Steve Ditschler (Minnesota General Representative, past NCSRC Chair) and Graham Sisson (Alabama Staff of the Combined Agency), who lends his legal skills.
How will the NCSRC determine priority issues and then make decisions about them? 

The NCSRC will utilize a variety of mechanisms to determine issues that demand our focus.  It is important to state that any position that NCSRC takes will be one where there is consensus, where the position falls under the responsibility of the councils, and the position is supported by data/evidence. 
How much is NCSRC membership going to cost my SRC?  

If your council has questions about membership fees or other costs for participating in NCSRC activities, please advise them that we are not at a point where we can answer that question.  The Steering Committee is committed to moving our efforts forward with most costs absorbed by those states that have indicated they have funds in their budget to contribute to this national effort.  Within a few years down the road, we may decide that a dues schedule will be appropriate, but for now, the effort is a grassroots movement to gain momentum of a credible consumer voice related specifically to the public VR system.
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
